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OLIVER F. WINCHESTER  

– A MAN OF VISION  

AND INFLUENCE
Oliver Fisher Winchester was an innovative  

and driven man who saw the future of firearms 

and built an industrial empire around the  

lever-action rifle.

Born in Boston in 1810, Winchester’s initial foray 

into business was as a maker of men’s shirts. Seeing the economic potential of 

the fast-growing firearms industry, Winchester began to assemble investors and 

secure venture capital, and in 1857 bought a controlling interest in the Volcanic 

Repeating Arms Company from two inventive gentlemen named Horace Smith  

and Daniel B. Wesson. 

Winchester continued to refine firearm designs with inventors Benjamin Tyler 

Henry and Nelson King, and on May 22,1866 the Winchester Repeating Arms 

Company was born. For the next 14 years Winchester aggressively sought 

new markets, created new products and explored new opportunities for his 

lever-action rifles. With the opening of the American West to settlement and 

the ongoing military conflicts in Europe and the Near East, the demand for 

Winchester firearms and ammunition remained strong.

Active in the political life of his community, Oliver Winchester served as New 

Haven City Commissioner, as a Republican Presidential Elector in 1864 and as  

the Lt. Governor of Connecticut from 1866 to 1867.

In ill health for some time, Oliver F. Winchester died December 11, 1880 at age 

70 in New Haven, Connecticut. He had groomed his son, William Wirt Winchester 

as his successor, but the younger Winchester died of tuberculosis in March of the 

following year before he could assume control of Winchester Repeating Arms.

THE GUN THAT WON THE WESTERN
With the birth of motion 

pictures came a uniquely 

American film genre, the 

Western action movie. Among 

the first Westerns was the 

famous 1903 film called “The 

Great Train Robbery,” which 

was shot on location in, of all 

places, New Jersey.

As the American film industry migrated to Southern 

California to take advantage of the perpetually sunny 

weather, the Western action movie soon became its mainstay 

— cowboys, Indians, outlaws, charging horses, runaway 

stagecoaches and plenty of exciting gunplay in smoky saloons 

and on dusty streets.  

The Winchester Model 1892 lever-action quickly became 

the go-to long gun for movie prop houses because it “looked 

right” and used the readily available Winchester 5-in-1 

blank cartridge that was interchangeable between rifles 

and revolvers chambered in 38-40 Win., 44-40 Win. and 45 

Colt. Audiences of that era were not as demanding of historic 

accuracy as they are today, and thus in early movies many 

a Civil War battle was fought by soldiers in blue and gray 

using Model 1892 rifles that wouldn’t have been invented for 

another three decades.

Another benchmark Western film was John  

Ford’s 1939 epic “Stagecoach,” filmed on 

location in Monument Valley. As the Ringo 

Kid, John Wayne carried a loop-lever 

Winchester Model 1892 carbine that became 

one of his lasting trademarks on the silver 

screen. Wayne would also win the Academy 

Award for Best Actor for his portrayal as 

one-eyed Marshal Ruben J. “Rooster” 

Cogburn in the 1969 film “True Grit,” using 

the same Winchester Model 1892 carbine 

in the movie’s climactic shootout from 

horseback with a gang of outlaws. 

The 1950 Western “Winchester ‘73” starred 

Jimmy Stewart and was based on the actual 

life of Kansas lawman turned outlaw Henry 

N. Brown, who was lynched by a mob after 

a failed bank robbery in 1883. Winchester’s 

exhibition shooting wizard Herb Parsons 

filled in for Stewart during the film’s trick 

shot scenes.

As part of the movie’s 

promotion a nationwide 

search was launched for 

any remaining One-of-One 

Thousand Model 1873 rifles.  

As a result more than two 

dozen previously unknown 

One-of-One Thousand guns 

were uncovered in America’s 

dusty attics, barns and cellars. 

During the 1950s and 

1960s much of primetime 

television programming was 

centered around the American 

Western. Chuck Connors 

starred for six seasons as Lucas 

McCain in the hit TV series “The 

Rifleman.” Connor’s chosen 

firearm was the Winchester 

Model 1892 with a large 

D-shaped lever loop adapted  

to fire rapidly from the hip.

The King of Cool, Steve McQueen launched his acting career 

as bounty hunter Josh Randall in “Wanted —Dead or Alive.” 

He carried a cut-down large loop Winchester Model 1892, 

nicknamed the “Mare’s Leg” in a fast draw belt holster. While 

the gun used standard blanks, studio prop men would insert 

45-70 Government cartridges in McQueen’s gun belt because 

the hefty rounds “looked tougher” on the early low-resolution 

TV screens.

By the mid-1960s foreign-made Western films, often called 

“Spaghetti Westerns” for their production locations in Spain 

and Italy had become popular with moviegoers around 

the world. The release of “A Fistful of Dollars,” the first of 

director Sergio Leone’s Dollars Trilogy, brought American 

TV actor Clint Eastwood to international stardom on the big 

screen. Naturally a number of Winchester rifles dutifully 

played their supporting roles in these movies.

The Western action film has experienced a 

rebirth in recent decades. Original studio 

productions like “Silverado,”  “Unforgiven” 

and “Open Range,” along with remakes of 

classics like “3:10 to Yuma” and “True Grit” 

still have the ability to entertain and entrance 

audiences. They transport us back to the Old 

West — when a Winchester rifle or carbine 

was your ticket to ride.

PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT’S 

WINCHESTERS
The Model 1876 Centennial Model became the 

favorite hunting rifle of Theodore Roosevelt 

when he was a young cattle rancher in the 

Dakota Territory. In 1885 Roosevelt wrote, “The 

Winchester…is by all odds the best weapon I ever 

had, and now I use it almost exclusively...” 

In 1887 Roosevelt helped found the Boone and 

Crockett Club to encourage wildlife conservation 

and fair-chase hunting practices. Throughout his life Roosevelt worked tirelessly 

to champion civilian and military marksmanship, wildlife preservation and natural 

resource conservation.

Roosevelt quickly rose to national prominence during the 1898 Spanish American 

War. He was elected Vice President in 1900, assumed the presidency upon the 

assassination of President William McKinley in 1901 and was re-elected in 1904.

Roosevelt’s first project upon leaving the White House in 1909 was to embark with 

his son Kermit on a year-long safari to Africa. Among their personal baggage 

were 15 crates of brand new Winchester rifles and Winchester ammunition. 

Sponsored by the Smithsonian Institution, the safari would collect more than 

1,000 animals of all descriptions for later scientific study and public display.

In 2009 Winchester commemorated the 100th anniversary of Roosevelt’s famous 

safari with a unique Model 1895 and specially packaged ammunition. Highly 

embellished with Roosevelt’s signature and engravings of African game animals, 

the rifle was chambered in his favorite lion cartridge, the 405 Winchester.

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WINCHESTER GOES TO WAR

The Winchester name has a rich military history, both in 

America and around the globe. 

Building on the lessons Oliver Winchester learned during 

the American Civil War of 1861-1865, Winchester Repeating 

Arms offered numerous lever-actions, including the Models 

1866, 1873, 1876, 1886, 1892, 1894 and 1895 for military 

sales. While response from the American military was 

generally cool, many foreign governments found the rapid-

fire capability of Winchester firearms very attractive. France, 

Imperial Russia, Great Britain and the Ottoman Empire all 

made official or unofficial purchases of many thousands of 

Winchester guns throughout the last quarter of the 19th 

century and the first two decades of the 20th century.

The American public was 

stunned in July of 1876 

by the defeat of George 

Armstrong Custer at the 

Little Big Horn River in the 

Montana Territory. Almost 

270 troops were lost in the 

battle, and many reports 

indicated that the firepower 

advantage provided by 

the Indians’ Winchester 

repeaters over the soldier’s 

antiquated single-shot 

rifles was a decisive factor 

in their defeat.

In 1895 the U.S. Navy 

contracted with Winchester 

Repeating Arms for the 

production of the Lee 

Straight Pull Musket Rifle. It was one of the first U.S.  

bolt-action military rifles to use smokeless powder and  

its tiny 6mm bore size was a radical departure from 

traditional large-bore service rifle cartridges. 

The Model 1895 was the first Winchester lever-action that 

used an internal box magazine. This allowed the use of 

modern sharp pointed ammo and was designed with military 

applications in mind. The U.S. Military ordered 10,000 Model 

1895 muskets chambered in 30-40 Krag during the 1898 

Spanish American War.

With the start of World War I in 1914, Winchester devoted 

much of its manufacturing capacity to producing military 

rifles, ammunition and war material. At the height of the  

war effort the Winchester Repeating Arms plant in New 

Haven encompassed 3 million square feet of factory floor 

space and employed more than 17,500 workers.

The following year the Enfield Pattern Number 14 bolt-action 

rifle in 303 British would constitute significant output, and 

nearly a quarter-million guns were soon to arm the British 

Army in the muddy trenches of France.

Winchester also built nearly 300,000 Model 1895  

lever-actions for Czar Nicholas II of Russia. Chambered  

in 7.62x54R, they armed units throughout the Russian 

Empire. (In fact many of these same rifles were sold in  

1936 by Marshal Joseph Stalin to arm factions in the  

Spanish Civil War.)

One unusual WWI order for 

Winchester was from Great Britain 

for a small quantity of Model 1886 

lever-action rifles chambered 

in 45-90. They were to be used 

with incendiary ammunition by 

“aeroplane gunners” to ignite the 

flammable hydrogen gas filling 

the German zeppelins that were 

bombing London nightly. 

When America was drawn into 

WWI, the need for rifles to arm 

millions of Doughboys headed for 

Europe was acute. Winchester 

Repeating Arms quickly modified 

the Enfield Number 14 Pattern rifle to handle the 

U.S.-standard 30-06 Springfield cartridge and the U.S. Model 

1917 Enfield was born. Some 545,000 of these rifles were 

produced by Winchester Repeating Arms, making it the most 

widely used rifle by American troops during the conflict.

Other Winchester Repeating Arms contributions during 

WWI were the production of 47,000 Model 1918 Browning 

Automatic Rifles (BARs), modifying the Model 1897 pump 

shotgun into the famous “Trench Broom” for close-quarters 

fighting, and collaborating on the development of the .50 

caliber cartridge for the M2 Browning heavy machine gun. 

The M2 proved so adaptable and durable it’s still in active 

service to this day.

Winchester’s ammunition contribution during WWI included   

producing almost 900 million rounds of small arms 

ammunition for the U.S. military. 

As the clouds of war again gathered in 1939, Winchester 

Repeating Arms began to fill an initial order for 65,000 M1 

Garand rifles for the U.S. Military. Two years later large- 

scale production commenced and by the end of the conflict 

a half-million M1 Garands had rolled out of the New Haven 

facility. Winchester Repeating Arms was the only private  

firm entrusted with production of the M1 Garand during  

all of WWII. 

The M1 Garand was the mainstay of the American infantry 

through WWII and the Korean War. General George S. 

Patton, Jr. emphatically declared the M1 Garand as “…the 

greatest battle implement ever devised.” In 1944 Winchester 

Repeating Arms even built a special presentation grade M1 

Garand for General Patton.

Winchester engineers, working 

in conjunction with designer 

David Marshall “Carbine” 

Williams, developed a light 

military carbine and cartridge. 

They delivered the working 

models to military evaluators in 

less than 2 weeks. Chambered 

for a reduced-power .30 

caliber cartridge it was quickly 

adopted by the U.S. Military. 

With all production capacity 

now dedicated to the Allied war effort, Winchester Repeating 

Arms built more than 800,000 M1 carbines during WWII. The 

trim gun, a favorite of U.S. officers, NCOs and paratroopers, 

became the most-produced American firearm of the conflict 

with more than six million made.

Winchester’s contributions to the Allied war effort were 

not limited to making guns. Exhibition shooter Herb 

Parsons served as a gunnery instructor, and aircraft 

gunners were encouraged to hone their shooting 

skills on the skeet and trap fields. During the war 

Winchester’s sister company U.S. Cartridge built and 

operated the St. Louis Ordinance Plant for the U.S. 

Government, the largest small arms ammo plant in 

the nation.

As WWII transitioned into the Cold War, Winchester 

Repeating Arms remained at the forefront of military 

arms and ammunition. A new sporting cartridge, 

called the 308 Winchester was introduced in 1952, 

and soon became the new standard infantry rifle 

cartridge for all nations in the North Atlantic Treaty 

Organization (NATO).

With the new NATO cartridge came a new U.S. infantry rifle, 

dubbed the M14. Adopted in 1957, the M14 drew its basic 

design from the M1 Garand but added a detachable box 

magazine and selective fire capability. Winchester was soon 

picked by the U.S. Military to produce more than 350,000 of 

these rifles. An accurate and robust weapon, the M14 would 

remain popular with service rifle shooters for decades to 

come. Many M14 rifles would be dusted off a half century 

later to equip a new generation of U.S. soldiers fighting the 

War on Terror in places like Iraq and Afghanistan.

No Winchester military history would be complete without 

recounting the heroic exploits of Sgt. Carlos N. Hathcock II, 

USMC. A former NRA Wimbledon Cup winner at Camp Perry, 

Hathcock was assigned in 1966 to sniper duty with the First 

Marine Division in South Vietnam. Because a purpose-built 

sniper rifle was still some years in the future, Marine snipers 

used the Corps’ standard 30-06 Winchester Model 70 match 

rifle, and most of them were well-used guns drawn from 

stateside armories. 

Known by the white feather he wore in his boonie hat, 

Hathcock’s marksmanship skills produced 93 confirmed 

enemy kills and prompted the Viet Cong to place a bounty of 

$30,000 on his head. After two tours of duty Hathcock  

became the most well-known sniper of the conflict, and  

went on to instruct at the USMC’s Scout-Sniper School in 

Quantico, Virginia.

During the Gulf War more than 90% of the small arms 

ammunition used by U.S. forces was produced by Winchester. 

Today as the United States enters a second decade in the 

global war on terrorism, Winchester has delivered more than 

two billion rounds of ammunition for America’s troops.

COLLECTING THE LEGEND

As long as there have been beautiful Winchester guns there 

have been folks who want to add them to their collections. 

In 1875 Winchester Repeating Arms began to offer premium 

quality Model 1873 guns specially marked as “One of 

One Hundred” and “One of One Thousand.” The unique 

designation was dropped only three years later, making these 

guns among the most sought after by Winchester collectors.

Highly-decorated Winchester firearms have been popular 

with collectors since day one. Oliver Winchester personally 

presented many beautifully-engraved guns to influential 

persons, including President Abraham Lincoln and Secretary 

of War Edwin Stanton, along with numerous generals, kings, 

princes and potentates. These unique guns now command a 

king’s ransom on the collector’s market.

A devoted Winchester collector was industrialist and former 

president of Olin Corporation John Olin. In 1975 Olin began 

the transfer of thousands of firearms and millions of historic 

documents from the Winchester corporate archives to the 

Buffalo Bill Historic Center in Cody, Wyoming. Later, part of 

Mr. Olin’s personal gun collection was auctioned to provide 

funds to create the Winchester Museum Complex in Cody. 

The Cody Firearms Museum now houses one of the largest 

collections of firearms in the world and is open to the public 

year-round. You can learn more at www.centerofthewest.org.

THERE’S NO 
BUSINESS LIKE 
SHOW BUSINESS
The element of showmanship 

has a long history in shooting. 

County fairs, circuses and 

traveling carnivals all provided 

a rapt audience — the critical 

element of exhibition shooting.

One early showman and avid 

Winchester booster was 

William F. “Buffalo Bill” Cody, 

who offered his personal testimonial in the 1875 Winchester 

catalog, stating, “…for hunting...I pronounce your improved 

Winchester the boss.”

In 1883 Cody began his traveling “Wild West Show.” The 

show would run for the next quarter century and introduce 

millions around the world to the romantic icons of the quickly 

vanishing American West. As an action-packed spectacular, 

each show included cowboys, Indian attacks, stampeding 

buffalo, racing mustang horses and, of course, spectacular 

trick shooting. Thus the art of exhibition shooting was born.

Cody himself would appear in the Wild West Show’s arena, 

shooting glass balls with a smooth barrel Winchester Model 

1873 lever-action fitted with what we would now call express 

sights. For theatric (and safety) reasons, Cody would use 

a standard rifle cartridge from which the bullet had been 

removed and replaced with birdshot.

In 1885 an attractive young 

markswoman from Ohio named 

Phoebe Ann Mosey joined 

Buffalo Bill’s Wild West Show. 

She appeared under the stage 

name Annie Oakley in an act 

with her husband and fellow 

trick-shot artist, Frank Butler. 

Numerous Winchester rifles and 

shotguns were among Oakley’s 

favorites, both on and off the 

stage. She was honored by her 

fellow Wild West showman, the 

Lakota Chief Sitting Bull with the 

nickname of “Little Sure Shot.”

After nearly two decades on 

the road Annie Oakley opted 

for a quieter life and left the 

Wild West Show. She continued to set shooting records 

and performed in shooting exhibitions until 1924. Oakley 

even posted a score of 97 of 100 targets at the 1925 Grand 

American. She died in 1926 at the age of 66 and is now widely 

regarded as the first female superstar in popular American 

culture. The rousing musical “Annie Get Your Gun” is based 

on Oakley’s life story.

Recognizing the marketplace value of publicity, in 1903 

Winchester Repeating Arms began to employ several 

outstanding marksmen as “missionaries” to attend 

major competitions and put on shooting 

exhibitions using Winchester firearms, 

ammunition and targets. 

Among the early Winchester brand 

exhibition shooters were the 

husband and wife team of Adolph 

“Ad” and Elizabeth “Plinky” 

Topperwein. While learning to 

shoot, Elizabeth would call for a 

target by saying, “Throw up another 

one, Ad, and I’ll plink it!” Hence her 

stage nickname — and one possible 

origin of the popular shooting term “plinking.”

Ad and Plinky dazzled the crowds with their feats of 

marksmanship at the 1904 Worlds Fair in Saint Louis, 

Missouri. The Fair’s organizers also included a sports  

festival as a minor sideshow that people were soon calling 

the Olympic Games.
Winchester originally hired 

Herb Parsons in 1929 as a 

salesman in Mississippi. With 

his exceptional marksmanship 

skills and smooth, outgoing 

personality, Winchester 

Repeating Arms soon had 

Herb shadowing Ad and Plinky 

to learn the finer points of 

exhibition shooting. 

Ad Topperwein retired in 1951 

and his duties fell to Parsons, 

who was now nicknamed 

“The Wizard of Winchester.” 

Booked solid for three 

years in advance, Parsons’ 

marksmanship was legendary among all those who saw his 

act, and his exploits were immortalized in a short motion 

picture entitled “Showman Shooter” in 1954. 

Parsons was well remembered for his parenting advice. 

“Hunt with your boy,” he said, “and you’ll never have to hunt 

for him.” Parsons’ career would tragically be cut short in 

1959 at age 51, but in the hearts of the millions whom he 

entertained, Herb is still the Wizard of Winchester.

More recently several exhibition shooters have used 

Winchester shotguns with great success. One shooter set 

several world records with the Super X2 autoloading shotgun, 

including breaking 11 hand-thrown clay targets while firing 

from the shoulder, breaking nine hand-thrown clay targets 

while firing from the hip, and a speed record by firing 12 

shells in only 1.442 seconds
Today the Gould Brothers, 

Aaron and Steve, are the 

latest exhibition shooting 

ambassadors for the 

Winchester brand. Their 

exciting and humorous 

routine entertains crowds 

around the country, and  

is a must see for every  

avid shooter.

WINCHESTER RULES THE RANGE

Organized competitive shooting has a long and distinguished 

history in the United States. Among the first groups to be 

formed was the National Rifle Association in 1871, created 

by several former Union Army generals to improve the 

marksmanship of citizen soldiers.

Two years later the NRA opened a new rifle range on Creed’s 

Farm on Long Island. Called Creedmoor, it became the site of 

the organization’s annual long-range rifle matches, and the 

venue for many international challenge matches. Winchester 

rifles like the Model 1885 Single Shot proved to be regular 

winners in the long-range matches of that era.

President Theodore Roosevelt was instrumental in the 

creation of the National Board for the Promotion of Rifle 

Practice in 1903. This act chartered the annual National 

Matches, and since 1907 they have been held at Camp  

Perry, Ohio. Today they attract many thousands of civilian  

and military shooters every summer.

As millions of American servicemen 

returned from Europe after WWI, the 

interest in recreational and competitive 

rifle shooting boomed. The Winchester 

Model 52 bolt-action was designed as 

a top-quality smallbore target rifle and 

it soon became the benchmark against 

which all other rifles were measured. 

Constantly refined and improved, the 

Model 52 was produced under the 

Winchester until 1980. 

In 1923 a handsome bronze statuette of “The Plainsman” 

was donated by Winchester Repeating Arms to the NRA. 

A list of past winners of this award reads like a who’s who 

of world-class marksmen and includes numerous U.S. 

Olympians including Walter Walsh, Art Jackson, Tommy Pool, 

Gary Anderson, Lones Wigger, Jack Writer, Lanny Bassham, 

Edward Etzel, Bob Foth, Jean Foster and Jamie Beyerle Gray.

A milestone for highpower 

riflemen came in 1935 

when Ben Comfort of Saint 

Louis, Missouri, won the 

1000 yard Wimbledon Cup at 

Camp Perry, Ohio. Comfort 

used a custom rifle fitted 

with a Winchester barrel, 

a Winchester 5-power 

scope and off-the-shelf 

Winchester-Western  

300 H&H Magnum 

ammunition; a combo that 

netted him a clean score of 

100-14V. The following year 

the winner, and 9 of the 

top 10 long-range shooters 

were using the 300 H&H, 

and the “magnum rifle 

cartridge” craze began to 

sweep into the American shooting culture.

Competitive shotgun shooting also evolved over time, moving 

away from live birds released from wire or wood traps upon 

the shooter’s command (hence the term trapshooting) to 

shooting at inanimate objects like glass balls or dished clay 

targets. In turn, various groups have served as the official 

sanctioning bodies for trap, skeet and sporting clays. 

By the mid-1920s the Grand American trapshoot had moved 

to its home grounds in Vandalia, Ohio, where it remained 

until 2005. Now located in Sparta, Illinois, the Grand attracts 

thousands of trapshooters each year.

Winchester shotguns and ammunition have always been 

popular with the clay target crowd. The Model 1897 and  

the Model 12 both proved enduringly popular in the pump  

firearm category. The Model 37 and Model 20 single shots 

introduced hundreds of thousands of new shooters to the  

clay target games. 

Winchester’s premium side-by-side was the Model 21, 

introduced in 1931 and considered by many to be America’s 

premier side-by-side. The Model 101 over and under was first 

introduced in the early 1960s. Autoloading fans fondly recall 

the smooth swing, fast cycling and utter reliability of the 

Super X1, qualities that were passed on to the Super X2 and 

live on in today’s Super X3.

No history of American shotgunning would be complete 

without mentioning both Winchester’s AA shotshells 

and Olympian Kim Rhode. At age 17 Rhode won her first 

gold medal in women’s double trap at the 1996 Olympics 

in Atlanta, Georgia, making her the youngest women’s 

champion in Olympic shooting history. Rhode went on to win 

individual shooting medals in each of the next four Olympic 

Games, the only American athlete in Olympic history to do so.

Rhode currently has her sights set on winning an 

unprecedented sixth individual medal at the 2016 Olympics in 

Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. And fittingly Winchester has been the 

exclusive shotshell sponsor and supplier to the USA Shooting 

Shotgun Team since 1999.

The XPR™ adjustable 
M.O.A. Trigger System is set at the factory to break at a crisp 3 1/2 
pounds with no perceptible overtravel. When the sear drops, the  
trigger stops.
